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How do I make a course active, so my students can enter?  
Courses marked as Inactive cannot be seen by your 
students.  (Newly created classrooms are always 
inactive.) When you're ready to let students into your 
classroom, select Course Admin → Course Offering 
Information, check “Course is Active” and SAVE: 
 
It’s up to you to change your courses’ access to Inactive at the end of the semester if 
you’d like to prevent students from entering completed courses. 
 

Can I adjust the title or image for my course? 
Yes, select Course Admin → Course Offering Information. 

How are course rosters maintained?   
Newly created Kodiak classrooms are populated with the students registered for the 
course; click Classlist to see the list.   The rosters are continuously updated so 
student adds or drops are reflected in your Kodiak classlist within a few hours. 
  

Can I add people to a Kodiak classroom myself?  
Yes.  For example, you might want to add a colleague to one or more of your 
classrooms.  Enter the Classlist tool, then use Add Participants → Add Existing 
Users    Once you find the person you want to add, assign them to the “Faculty” or 
“Student” role before you complete the process.   You can also easily remove people 
from your class using the Classlist tool.   While you have that ability, always allow 
the automatic integration to add and remove students from your Kodiak 
classroom. In all cases, the Colleague Student Information System is the 
system of record for course section enrollments. 

What is a Sandbox classroom?  
A Sandbox is a classroom used for learning Kodiak.  You can experiment freely 
within a Sandbox, since you are the only participant and the classroom is not 
associated with a real course.  If you don’t already have a Sandbox, you can request 
one from edtech@wne.edu.   
 

How does Kodiak's Email work?   
K
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The subjects of emails sent from Kodiak are preceded with a course-code-section-
semester code to help you identify the sender.  For example, a student’s email sent 
from her Kodiak Calculus course might have a subject like: 
 

“MATH-133-02-C20151: I’m out sick today” 
 
 

Do Grades from Kodiak get transferred to the Student Information System?  
This will be available soon, but for now grades cannot be transferred automatically 
from Kodiak to Colleague.
